(CY2005) Discussion (contôd)

ü Region II IPP minimum screening criteria (rev. 2003) for 
family planning are contingent on speculum exam.

ü Highly-sensitive NAATs (nucleic acid amplification tests) 
provide an opportunity for expanded screening to 
additional high-risk clients via urine or vaginal specimen.

ü IPP pilot projects in FP clinics in 5 states found positivity 
rates >11% among walk-in pregnancy test clients, and 
up to 2.7 times greater than positivity rates among 
clients age 15-24 yrs receiving a speculum exam.*
